Supplies Needed:  
Jar + Paint: 
· Large Mason Jar (32-34 oz is best) 
· White Acrylic Paint or White Chalk Paint 
· Sponge brush for painting your white paint on to the jar     
· Skinny Brush: Use the skinny brush or the end of your skinny brush + dip in black paint to draw eyes & a mouth                                                                                    *you can also use a black paint marker if you have one    
· A plate for your white paint
Add-ons:                                                        
· 1 inch black buttons 
· Medium sized ribbon to create a scarf 
· Orange glitter sticky paper to cut out a nose in a triangle shape - this sticks right on!
· *Cardinal optional: The brand I bought is called Touch of Nature on Amazon 
Other: 
· Strong glue or a glue gun for the buttons 
· Scissors
· Hair dryer to speed up painting process (optional) 

[image: ]Helpful Tips:
· Use a hair dryer to speed up the painting process
· Wait about 15 min before adding your buttons, nose + scarf after painting with white paint 
· Use a glue gun to glue buttons on
· Tie the scarf on in the front, creating a cute scarf or bow
· You can even add your own candy inside the jar!
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
